



UPPER MANYA KROBO DISTRICT ASSEMBLY KEY PROFILE ISSUES 
Introduction
Upper Manya Krobo District is one of the thirty-one districts in the Eastern Region of the Republic of Ghana. It was carved out of the then Manya Krobo District in February, 2008 by Legislative Instrument 1842 in pursuance of the Government’s Decentralization policy with its capital as Asesewa, a historic trading post, attracting a mix of cultures from all over the country. The district capital, Asesewa is about 45km drive from Koforidua, the regional capital of Eastern Region.
The district shares common boundaries with the following districts: to the North, Afram Plains, to the South East, Lower Manya Krobo, to South West, Yilo Krobo District, to the East Asuogyaman District and to the West Fanteakwa District. 

Location and Size
The Upper Manya Krobo District Assembly (UMKDA) is located at the North-Eastern corner of the Eastern Region of Ghana and lies between latitudes -6.2-6.50N and Longitudes -0.3 - 0.00 W of the Greenwich Meridian and Altitude of 457.5m. The UMKDA covers an area of 885 square kilometres constituting 4.6 percent of the total land area of the Eastern Region of Ghana (19,323km2).  

Demography
The district has a projected population of 83,508 with 42,280 representing 50.6 % being male whiles the remaining 49.4% (41,228) are females. The district is predominantly rural with 64,223 representing 77% of the population living in rural areas as compared to 19,285 (13%) people in the urban areas. This means more than three-quarters of the district’s population is rural. Average household size in the district is 4.6 persons per household. Total Fertility Rate is 3.7, Literate population 66.7%, non-literate 33.3%


ECONOMY
Agriculture
The district economy is agriculture-based employing more than 73 percent of the population (GSS, Projections 2017). Most of those engaged in agriculture are into crop farming while the rest are into livestock rearing, fishing, and marketing of agricultural produce. Also, most of the farmers in the district are subsistence farmers with few commercial ones. The farmers produce food crops such as maize, cassava, plantain, cowpea, and vegetables. Mango and oil palm are also cultivated on large scale.
Livestock reared in the district include poultry, sheep, goat, pigs, cattle, and non-traditional animals such as grasscutters.
Fishing is the main activity carried out by the people along the Volta Lake. The district has vast untapped aquaculture advantage due to long stretch of the Volta Lake which acts as a boundary with the Afram Plains and Asuogyaman districts respectively from the north–eastern part of the district. The district is blessed with the Volta Lake as its reservoir for commercial irrigation, potable water projects and aquaculture.
Small Scale Industries 
Industrial activities are largely on small scale and characterized by over reliance on indigenous knowledge and resources.  Sole proprietorship, family ownership and use of labour intensive technology are some of the basic features of this sector.  Major small-scale industrial activities engaged in by the people include fitting, welding, carpentry and cassava processing, Local gin (Akpeteshie) production, oil palm production as well as tailoring, basket-weaving, beads making and batik tie- dye.

Market Infrastructure
Available market infrastructure in the district consists of the physical places where periodic buying and selling takes place. The district has three large markets centres at Akateng, Sekesua and Asesewa (popularly remembered in the history of Ghana by a phrase “Market Day at Asesewa”), which form the vibrant commercial hubs of the district. These market centres operate interchangeably five days in a week where one can get almost all kinds of food stuff to buy at affordable prices. Also, a bulk of livestock in the Eastern region such as cattle is traded in the district.

Tourism
This sector is the least developed in the District although potentials exist for the growth of the sector.  This is partly due to the lack of investment from both the private and public sectors towards the development of existing potentials. The district is endowed with some wonderful sites that the assembly is in the process of developing, amongst them are two commercially viable falls, a cave and a very beautiful canopy of trees on a mountain.  The development of these potentials coupled with the provision of good access roads and other support infrastructure such as rest houses and spots will to a large extent contribute to the development of the area.

Education
The district has a total of 243 schools, which comprises of 98 KG, 96 Primary Schools, 46 JHS, 1 SHS and 2 ICT centers. The Gross Enrolment Rate i.e. the number of pupils/students at a given level of schooling regardless of age as a proportion of the number of children in the relevant age group are as follows Primary 89.9%, JHS 53.8%, 27.9% and SHS 47.7%.

Health
The District health services are organized around one hospital, three maternity homes, four health centres and fifteen Community-based Health Planning and Services (CHPS) compound. There are also twenty-eight demarcated CHPS zones with each assigned a community health worker. Services offered include clinical care, prevention of disease and health promotion activities. 
Sanitation
Solid Waste Management:
The main solid waste generated include street refuse, domestic refuse, and trade refuse which are generated at the central business district of Asesewa. The wastes are managed and disposed of by the Environmental Health Unit (EHU) in collaboration with Zoom Lion Ghana Limited. From time to time sensitization programmes are organized on how to manage household waste generated daily (store wastes in litter bins) prior to discharging into the public refuse containers.
The final disposal site is regularly sprayed and graded biannually. During the period under review NAMCOP (Zoomlion) in collaboration with the unit carried out disinfestations (fumigation) at all the container sites and all the public latrines.

Equipment
The Environmental Health Unit currently lacks the requisite sanitary equipment and tools for effective and efficient service delivery. Finding it difficult to deliver due to inadequate sanitary tools. Besides, Zoomlion Ghana Ltd needs to replace 4 of its communal refuse containers. There is the need for the district assembly as matter of urgency to procure 6 additional communal refuse containers to ease solid waste collection.

Liquid Waste Management:
The term liquid waste management refers to the collection; safe handling, treatment and disposal of all categories of nonsolid and non-gaseous waste and include human excreta (night soil and sewage), sullage, industrial effluents, and dry run-off. Generally, liquid waste management in the District isn’t much of a problem. The unit in collaboration with other stake holders (Assembly members and unit committee members) sensitize the mass on proper management of liquid waste. Public and household latrines were relatively managed well during the period under review.
Climate Change and Biodiversity
Climate is the fundamental factor that determines different stages of the organism life cycle, such as plant germination and flowering. It can severely alter habitats and food sources for animals, and ultimately, could have significant impacts on biodiversity of species and ecosystems around the world and Upper Manya Krobo is no exception. The district’s Biodiversity is being affected significantly by climate change, which has negative consequences for human well-being. The district therefore has intensified efforts at conserving and sustainably managing biodiversity. 
Climate Change, Vulnerability and Disaster
Upper Manya Krobo District lies within the wet semi equatorial climate belt. It experiences the double maxima rainfall pattern namely major and minor seasons. The major rainy season starts from April, reaching its peak in July. On the other hand, the minor rainy season starts from September, ending in October. Annual average rainfall is between 900mm and 1,500mm. November to December are usually dry and characterized by high temperatures and early morning moist/fog and cold weather conditions. Mean monthly temperature ranges from as high as 32°c in the dry season to about 26°c in the wet season. 
Vulnerability to natural disasters can be linked to economic, political, and social factors. The economic situation of individuals, communities or even nations can greatly influence their vulnerability to natural disasters. For individuals, vulnerability may be driven by preference to stay in hazardous sites because of its low economic price and the less probability of eviction. Hence people of low-income levels in the district choose to reside along the riverbanks. Most of these communities lack the means for effective early warning signals, institutional and human resource capacities to adapt and even prepare for natural disasters.
Analysis of the current situation of the District revealed that flooding is one of the factors that predispose the people to the risk of food insecurity and can be prevented by introduction of irrigation Dams to harvest the excess for crop production.  Crop failure is common during periods of drought and the people who are mostly peasant farmers suffer severe forms of hunger and malnutrition.  
Communities in the district are largely prone to flood, fire, and river transportation related accidents.

Green Economy
The concept of Green Economy is intricately linked to other concepts such as Sustainable Consumption and Production and Resource Efficiency. The common objective is to reduce the resources used and the waste created in the production and consumption of goods and services. Upper Manya Krobo recognizes that its development drive has consequences for the environment. Hence measures to ensure sound management of the environment and natural resources while pursuing economic growth has been reflected in the District Medium-Term Development Plans i.e. SEA, EIA etc. Consequently, the DA in collaboration with its development partners, private sector and civil society are implementing programmes and projects to green the District’s economy.

From the table, flooding, bushfires, and rainstorms remain the top three (3) disasters for 2016,2017 and 2018. Whiles Bushfires topped the chart with seven different communities, flooding was also recorded in five communities with 3 communities recording rainstorms over the period. It is interesting to note that, all flood prone communities are dotted along the volta lake. Factors accounting for the high incidence include the continuous disregard for VRA’s 250feet contour by farmers and settlements. Indiscriminate sand winning along the banks of the lake is also a contributory factor. 
The perennial menace of bush fires especially during the dry season has been a common place in the district for the last few years. The activities of Fulani herdsmen in and around Timersu, Nyafutu, Summor, Akotoe, Anyaboni contributes largely to this problem. Besides, crude farming methods like slash and burn and the hunting of games by inhabitants lead to some of these wild bushfires which destroys large tracks of farms and sometimes settlements thereby affecting the people’s livelihood adversely.   
Rainstorm is also another form of disaster in the district. The North Western part of the district is noted for recording high incidence of rainstorm that destroy farms and the environment.  In 2008 for instance Asesewa and Bisa experienced the ripping of school buildings and churches running into thousands of Cedis. The indiscriminate felling of trees and vegetation destruction for human activities is a leading factor.
A general trend of disaster in the district showing a gradual increase in from 2017 figures to 2018 figures. Unfortunately, data as presented in the table only accounts for reported cases which suggests there could be more cases unaccounted for
This calls for deliberate, sustainable measures to reverse the trends in terms of adaptation mitigation.

The prevention mechanisms that need to be implemented to avoid or manage disaster situations in the district include.
Public sensitization on causes and effect of climate change and disasters
Promotion of Climate smart agriculture i.e. proper application of fertilizers, mulching, creation of fire belts etc
Afforestation district wide
Regular Clean up exercises
Construction of storm drains and proper drainage systems
Strengthening of emergency response systems 
Formation of fire volunteer squads district wide
Arrest and prosecution of environmental law breakers 
Operation cow leg
Ensuring compliance with 250 ft contour from the Lake
